Availability of grants and how to apply is the most frequently asked 
question at our meetings. 
 
Most of our members are aware that grants are available from the 
European Union in Brussels. Many have made successful applications, 
some have drawn a blank while others find the application procedure 
daunting, not surprisingly. 
 

• E. U Grants

The application procedure can seem complicated, bureaucratic and 
pernickety but It is surmountable! The grant can be quite 
substantial and applies to both the host Association, who have to 
make the application, and their visitors who receive a proportion of 
their travelling expenses. Provided you adhere to their stipulations 
and “jump through the hoops” there is every chance of success. 
 
One important stipulation for the award of a grant is that the 
Twinning Association must be part of an official Civic link to the 
twin town. Not all of our member Associations come into this 
category. 
 
It is important to apply in good time as applications are accepted in 
four phases by date during the year; these phases are specified on 
the form.
