Aims

· To increase the safety of victims and children
· To increase the level of accountability of perpetrators of domestic violence and abuse (DVA)
· To increase engagement of agencies with assessment of perpetrators and perpetrator behaviour

Objectives

By the conclusion of the course, participants will be able to:

· Identify the themes of perpetrator behaviour
· Recognise the challenges posed by perpetrators when assessing DVA
· Recognise and assess the risk that perpetrators present
· Develop interpersonal skills in order to engage perpetrators in the assessment process
· Develop skills to avoid collusion with perpetrators
· Know the current research and relevant local practices pertinent to perpetrators of DVA
· Increase their awareness of multi-agency best practice in relation to DVA
NB  This work is the result of national and local research that identifies that the majority of DVA is perpetrated by men towards women.  

The course is aimed at practitioners who work with families and could potentially have direct interactions with perpetrators in their own role.
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
