The City Council wishes to strongly support the CIF Bid for this exciting proposal to link two sides
_of the M5 which currently are a major barrier to all vehicular movement but, in particular, to the
provision of an attractive route for cyclists and pedestrians to avoid the Junction 29 intersection.
Like the County Council, we are very concerned to ensure that the Science Park is designed with
- sustainability built into every element of that design. It is particularly challenging to encourage
~ people to use non-motorised modes on the edge of a city. But, the situation of the Science Park
with very short direct distances to residential areas to the west, and a long distance via the existing
highway network, means that there is real potential to provide direct high quality links for
pedestrians and cyclists. It is also very likely that there will be significant interaction between the
Science Park and the Met Office, which again can benefit from a direct, safe and attractive link.

. As you know, it is highly likely that the City Council will allocate a further 2000 dwellings in the
Monkerton area for delivery over the next 15 years or so. The occupants of both these new:
dwellings and the existing dwellings in the Pinhoe area will find it very useful to have access
across the motorway to the new employment opportunities beyond the Science Park, i.e. atthe -
airport and at Skypark. They will also benefit from high quality access to the open countryside via
pleasant, quiet roads or via off-road routes. | am aware that the Cranbrook new community will
have, as part of its Master Plan, a Country Park, and this will be an important facility for residents
of eastern Exeter to be able to access by bike or on foot.

To éonclude, the City Council very much wishes to see this facility delivered and believes it will
have significant sustainability benefits.

Further to my previous correspondence with respect to the scoping note for the Science
Park, | notice that you have made no reference to pedestrian / cycle routes. It is not
acceptable to expect cyclists and pedestrians to use the busy Junction 29 to access the
Science Park and thus a link across the motorway would be extremely beneficial to
connect the developments in the west to those in the east in order to comply with
government priorities to reduce the reliance on the private car and encourage cycling,
walking and the use of public transport.

Since my last correspondence | have met with the developers for part of the Monkerton
residential area which in total is likely to comprise of at least 2,000 houses. Development
in this location is very close to the Science Park and thus it is vital to encourage the use of
non motorised modes of transport between these two locations. The Monkerton
development area is only close to the Science Park if a link is provided across the
motorway. Without this link people will not be encouraged to walk or cycle between the
two locations as the distance is considerably increased. This will increase the likelihood of
people using the private car.

It would be helpful if you could provide information in the T jmgrp/ Assessment with
respect to how these modes will be catered for. LU

Exeter and East Devon New Growth Point statement of support for the Footway / Cycleway

CIF Scheme NO 26 - Segregated M5 Crossing

The ‘Green Bridge’ route would not be possible without CIF funding. This alternative route
linking the proposed Science Park with Sowton and Exeter would be of significant benefit to
both commuters travelling to work and local residents accessing the proposed open spaces
and countryside beyond.

The position of the proposed bridge crossing on Blackhorse Lane is crucial in that it would
link two significant employment sites and bring together the greater cycleway network linking
to all of the major development sites east of Exeter. The draft Gl Study highlights the
importance of “safe, direct, green pedestrian and cyclist links” and identifies the need for a :
“network of routes allowing for easy sustainable accessibility between the urban area of
Exeter and the surrounding countryside and, in particular the satellite settlements”.

The Green Bridge would create a much needed and significantly enhanced experience
hopefully encouraging a wider range of user groups to benefit from safely crossing the M5 to
the Science Park and beyond.

Development at Cranbrook will result in a segregated footway cycleway on the north side of
the C832 (Former A30) between Devon Smithy and Redhayes. Construction will be phased
in accordance with the Section 106 Agreement but crucially will connect to Exeter Science
Park (WP4).

This planned major improvement to sustainable transport infrastructure will create
opportunities for Green Infrastructure projects to further extend the Footway Cycleway
network in the future. Given the predicted population increase in the area, it is anticipated
that additional routes connecting with Broadclyst, Killerton, Ashclyst Forest and back to
Cranbrook from north of the railway line would complete a major circulatory route from which
a much wider network could be created for the long-term benefit of existing and new
residents.
