Dear 

Residential Accommodation – [Client Name]
[Client Name] has chosen a place in a care home where the fee is higher than the Council would normally pay to meet [Client Name] assessed needs. I understand that you have agreed to make a third-party contribution on [Client Name] behalf for the difference.
The contribution you have agreed to make will be required for the duration of [Client Name] stay and that it may increase if the fee paid to the home is reviewed. The Council normally reviews the fee it is prepared to pay with effect from April each year. If you are paying your third party contribution direct to the home you should not increase your payment upon the request of the home owner as you will be notified of any change to your payment by Devon County Council.
If at any time you are unable to continue making the third party payment, you need to inform the Council at the above address and give a minimum of 4 weeks notice. Unless the current home is prepared to continue to accommodate [Client Name] at the Council’s normal fee rate, it may be necessary for [Client Name  to move to another room or indeed to another home.
The National Assistance (Assessment of Resources) Regulations 1992 requires any third party payment to be treated as income for the resident and to be added to the amount that they have been assessed to contribute toward the cost of accommodation. You will therefore need to ensure that [Client Name]
has sufficient funds to pay the total contribution when requested either direct to the home or to the Council depending on what arrangements have been agreed. Please see the attached example.
