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Welcome to the first Kingskerswell Bypass newsletter.  This is the first of 
a series of newsletters which will be issued at approximately six-monthly 
intervals aimed at keeping interested parties informed about progress 
with the scheme.  

A major step in the scheme's development was achieved in August with 
the granting of planning permission by Devon County Council and 
Torbay Council.   

This followed the decision by the First Secretary of State, John Prescott, 
not to call in the planning application for his own determination and the 
subsequent withdrawal of the Article 14 Direction.   This decision 
allowed Devon and Torbay to complete the planning permission 
process, in line with the decisions of their respective Development 
Control Committees and also removed the need for a public inquiry for 
the planning application.  

“We are delighted that this important landmark has been achieved.  The 
remainder of this newsletter explains what needs to happen now, in 
order to take the scheme forward”.

Whilst the granting of planning permission is a major step forward there 
are still many hurdles to cross before construction work can begin.  

The next big step is to persuade the Government that the scheme should 
be funded in the next five year Local Transport Plan Period.  

Much work has already been undertaken towards this goal and planning 
permission now allows this effort to be focussed.  

The first requirement is to ensure that the scheme is supported by the 
South West Region.  The Region will be making its decision on priorities 
in January next year and informing the Minister.  

Assuming the Regional decision is supportive, Devon and Torbay will 
complete the work necessary to make a joint Major Scheme Bid to the 
Department for Transport in July next year.  A great deal of work, 
including the completion of the Major Scheme Business Case, has to be 
completed before the bid is made.  

The outcome of this bid would be expected in December 2006 and if 
successful the scheme would then enter the Government's programme 
for major schemes nationally.  

Confirmation of programme entry would allow the two Councils to 
publish the Compulsory Purchase Orders and Side Road Orders.  

It is possible that objections to these Orders may require a public inquiry 
to be held, at which the details of the Orders, but not the principle of the 
bypass, can be examined.  It is unlikely that the outcome of any inquiry 
would be known before Spring 2008.  

A successful outcome to any inquiry would allow tenders for construction 
work to be invited with the aim of commencing work on site in the Autumn 
of 2009.  
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
