Wherever possible the data will be shown for the eight larger parishes within the area (Ashburton, Buckland 
Monachorum (Yelverton), Buckfastleigh, Chagford, Dartmoor Forest (Princetown), Horrabridge, 
Moretonhampstead and South Brent) that the national park authority have identified as population centres. These 
eight will be known as the “urban parishes” and the remaining 30 will be known as the “rural parishes”.  
 
There are 12 wards that have 40% or more of their residential addresses within the national park area.  The 8 
“urban” areas do not fit well into wards – Buckland Monachorum (Yelverton) is not included at all as Buckland 
Monachorum Ward has less than 40% of addesses inside the boundary, and Ashburton and Buckfastleigh are 
covered by one ward. Princetown is part of Lydford ward, Moretonhampstead part of Moorland and Horrabridge 
part of Walkham. 
 
The wards that comprise the national park area in this profile are as follows:

Some national datasets are released using a new geographic hierarchy – Super Output Areas.  The lowest level – 
lower super output areas (or LSOAs) – is about one third the size of a ward.  Where data are only available at 
LSOA a best-fit approach has been adopted.  There are 23 LSOAs that fall either fully or partially inside the 
national park area, 10 of which can be used to represent the eight “urban” areas but Yelverton is not represented 
at all.   
 
House price data are provided at postcode sector area.  The following postcode sectors had more than 40% of 
their residential addresses within the Dartmoor National Park area: EX6 7, EX20 2, PL20 6, TQ10 9, TQ11 0, 
TQ13 7 and TQ13 8.

All tables have data for South Hams, 
Teignbridge and West Devon districts (all of which have areas within DNP) and the area administered by Devon 
County Council – where reference is made to the county of Devon this refers to the area covered by Devon 
County Council, which does not include Plymouth or Torbay.  Where possible, data are also included at a national 
level, either for England or England & Wales. 
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Population 

Summary 

The age structure of the population in Dartmoor National Park area is very similar to that across the county except that the 
25-44 age range is under represented and the 45-65 age range is over represented. The rural parishes have high 
percentages in the 45-74 ranges and Chagford parish has a high percentage people ages 65 or over. In contrast 
Buckfastleigh and Dartmoor Forest parishes are both above average in the under 44 year age ranges.  
 
Population growth in the DNP area is generally quite low but both Moretonhampstead and Buckfastleigh parishes have 
grown at a greater rate than the county. Horrabridge parish has decreased slightly and Chagford has only grown marginally. 
 
Ethnicity is similar to that of the county.  
 
Single person households generally in the area are quite low compared to Devon and nationally but locally Chagford 
parish is 19% higher than the county figure. Dartmoor Forest and the rural parishes are below average.

Summary 

No Lower Super Output Areas are ranked in the most deprived 25% nationally, out of the 23 LSOAs in the area, eight 
feature in the most deprived 25-50%. 

 
 
The principal source of deprivation data is currently The Indices of Deprivation 2004.  This is a Lower Super 
Output Area (LSOA) level measure of multiple deprivation and is made up of seven domains.  A LSOA is an area 
of about 1,500 people and has been devised to standardise statistical geography across the country. The seven 
domains are:  
 

• Income deprivation 
• Employment deprivation 
• Health deprivation and disability 
• Education, skills and training deprivation 
• Barriers to Housing and Services 
• Living environment deprivation 
• Crime 

 
There are two supplementary indices (Income Deprivation Affecting Children and Income Deprivation Affecting 
Older People).   
 
The model which underpins the ID 2004 is based on the idea of distinct dimensions of deprivation which can be 
recognised and measured separately.  These are experienced by individuals living in an area.  Where possible, 
the indicators relate to 2001. 
 
The information will help target policies and funding, reinforcing the Government's drive to improve the quality of 
life in disadvantaged communities’.  
 
There are over 32,000 LSOAs in the 2004 index, replacing the 8,500 wards used to construct the Index of Multiple 
Deprivation 2000. The LSOA boundaries were determined nationally with no local input.  
 
The 2004 index was developed from academic research undertaken by Oxford University. 
 
The table below compares the areas in Devon ranked in the most deprived 25% nationally, in terms of the number 
of wards in 2000 and the number of LSOAs in 2004, together with the population of these areas.

Application of the new index reduces the population in Devon perceived to be living in the most deprived areas by 
around 45%. This is probably due to the addition of crime and the living environment to the index, which in both 
cases the area covered by Devon County Council would have scored well compared to the national average.  The 
reduced weighting given to the access to services domain may also be a contributing factor. 
 
There are 23 LSOAs that fall either completely or partially within the area covered by this profile.  Eight of these 
fall into the category 25%-50% most deprived LSOAs nationally – all the remaining fifteen LSOAs are in the third 
quartile (50%-75%).

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The Local Economy 

Summary 

Unemployment in the DNP area is slightly lower than the county average. Whilst nowhere exceeds the national rate 
Ashburton & Buckfastleigh, South Brent  and Chagford wards are higher than the Devon figure. 
 
Economic activity rates have a broadly similar profile to the county except there are less full-time employees and more self 
employed.  Local exceptions include Horrabridge which has a high number of full-time employees and Dartmoor Forest 
which has a comparatively low number of economically active and of those a quarter are part-time and 9% unemployed. 
 
Claim rates for Income Support in Devon are lower than the national figure and the DNP area is lower again. Local 
exceptions are Buckfastleigh, Dartmoor Forest and South Brent (all with 5.7% claim rates) which are slightly higher than the 
Devon figure.  Claim rates for Job Seekers Allowance show similar trends but the differences are less pronounced – 
Dartmoor Forest has the highest claim rate. 
 
The DNP area has more people than average involved in agriculture, forestry and fishing with the highest percentages in 
the rural parishes. Health and Social Work also features highly with most in the urban parishes.  Within the urban parishes 
Dartmoor Prison presumably effects the 21% involved in Public Administration & Defence.  Ashburton and Buckfastleigh 
have comparatively high percentages in Wholesale & Retail and Buckfastleigh also has a high percentage in manufacturing. 
Dartmoor Forest and Moretonhampstead have about one in eight people involved in hotels and catering. 
 
Around 33% of businesses are either involved in public services, administration & defence or financial and business 
services.

Skills and Learning 

Summary 

Key Stage 2 results are generally higher than the county and national figures with the rural parish results better again. 
Pupils from Chagford and Horrabridge parishes under achieved in English and Maths but there were comparatively few 
students.  
 
Achievement rates for GCSEs at grade A* to C are high in the area with over 80% of students gaining 5 or more results at 
this level (the Devon figure is 54%). The rural parishes exceed this 80% figure as do Buckland Monachorum and Chagford.  
Although there were not many students Moretonhampstead had only 42% achieving these grades. South Brent’s results of 
49% were also below the county average. 
 
Generally speaking the DNP area has less people with lesser or no qualifications and more with higher levels. Buckland 
Monachorum (47%) and Chagford (45%) have the highest numbers with Level 3 and 4 qualifications. Dartmoor Forest 
(53%), Buckfastleigh (47%) and Ashburton (44%) have the highest numbers with either no qualifications or level 1 – the 
English average is 45%.

Incapacity Benefit and Severe Disablement Allowance and Disability Living Allowance claim rates in the DNP area are 
lower than the district and county averages.  However, claim rates in Buckfastleigh, Dartmoor Forest and South Brent are 
higher – in Buckfastleigh’s case they exceed the national rate.   
 
The number of people who live with a limiting long-term illness is slightly less than the districts and county figures. Dartmoor 
Forest and Buckfastleigh however are higher and have greater than 1 in 5 people suffering a limiting long-term illness. 
 
The number of people who describe their general health as not good is comparable to the district, county and national 
figures.

Summary 

Whilst house prices nationally have increased by 70% in the period 2001 to 2006 in Devon it is nearing a 100%. The rate of 
growth in the DNP area is just slightly below the Devon average but quite a bit lower than the districts of South Hams and 
West Devon which have increases well above a 100%.  
 
Part of the reason that the growth has been comparatively low is that house prices were expensive in the DNP area in the 
first place. In 2001 the average price within DNP was £20,000 above the national average and £30,000 above the county 
figure.  By 2006 that had increased to £74,000 above the national figure and £55,000 above the Devon figure. Prices within 
the DNP area are also much higher than the averages for the districts of West Devon and Teignbridge. South Hams prices 
have only surpassed the DNP area in 2005 and 2006. 
 
Apart from the flats/maisonettes category where there were not enough sales to make a valid sample, house prices in the 
DNP area were higher than all areas apart from South Hams. In detached houses the DNP area is 16% more expensive 
than the county figure and 18% more than the national figure. In semi detached this is 16% and 25% respectively and 
terraced 12% and 20%.  
  
Tenure rates in the DNP area mirror those across Devon as a whole to a very close extent. Owner Occupied figures exceed 
80% in Buckland Monachorum and the rural parishes area whilst Dartmoor Forest has 48% by contrast. Local Authority 
housing is important in Buckfastleigh with 17% but 15% rent privately as well. 30% rent in Chagford as do 52% in Dartmoor 
Forest.

Summary 

Being a mostly rural area car ownership and especially multiple car ownership is above national and county averages.  
There are particularly low percentages of households with no cars in the rural parishes (8%) and Buckland Monachorum 
(9%). The rural parishes have correspondingly high percentages of more than one car (52%) compared to the Devon figure 
of 34% and the national figure of 30%.  
 
Around 19% of people living in the DNP area work from home; this is higher in Chagford (24%) and the rural parishes 
(23%).  Car transport is still the most popular way of getting to work with DNP being 8% higher than the county figure of 
56% which is in turn higher than the English figure (55%). Buckland Monachorum with 67% and Horrabridge (66%) are the 
highest local areas. South Brent has above average people travelling as passengers (7.5%) and Horrabridge has above 
average in Devon using Public Transport (6%). Dartmoor Forest has 31% getting to work by foot or bicycle. 
 
The percentage of households who can access a GP and a shop in the remaining parishes within 30 minutes by public 
transport is significantly below the county and national averages though there are great contrasts within the area. The larger 
parishes have these facilities available and achieve figures near 100% the exception being Dartmoor Forest.  
 
Access to an acute hospital by public transport within 60 minutes is more problematic with only two parishes getting higher 
than the Devon figure – Horrabridge (88%) and Moretonhampstead (75%). No one in Buckfastleigh, Chagford, Dartmoor 
Forest or South Brent can get to an acute hospital within the hour. The DNP total of 32% is less than half that of the county.
