SUMMARY

POLICE DATA

· 2008/09 saw the highest number (9362) of reported Domestic Abuse incidents since 2003/04.  

· The year on year rise has fallen since 2005/06 which was an 11% increase from 2004/05.  In 2008/09 a 5% increase has been seen since 2007/08.
· In 2009/10 Q1 there have been a total of 2336 incidents.
· The number of DV incidents for DCC has been predicted at 9839 for 2009/10.  This represents a possible 5% increase in incidents from 2008/09.
· All districts are predicted to see rises apart from Exeter, Torridge and South Hams.

· APACS Indicator - DCC has seen the rate of DV incidents per 1000 people to vary between 11.8 and 12.6 in the years from 2006/07 to 2008/09. The current prediction for 2009/10 is 12.5.
· In 2008/09 25.4% of DV incidents were crimed and in 2009/10 Q1 this figure is 25.8%. 
· APACS Indicator – In 2008/09 the arrest rate per 100 people was 90.6 to date in 2009/10 it stands at 87.7%.                                                                                       
· In 2008/09 22.3% of violent crimes in DCC were DV related which was a slight increase from 2006/07 and 2007/08.  In 2009/10 Q1 21.4% have been DV related.
· As in 2007/08 and 2008/09 the greatest proportion of DV offences are ‘Wounding other’ (43%) followed at a considerable distance by common assault (23%).

· APACS Indicator – Not updated - During the past six quarters to end 2008/09 the proportion of crimes brought to justice (out of the number of arrests) has varied between 41.5% and most recently 45.4%.

VICTIMS – CHILDREN
· The yearly rolling figure for the number of children present at DV offences is 4750 or 45% of all DV offences.

· The proportion of children present at DV incidents in 2008/09 was 48%.  In 2009/10 Q1 it is 46%.
· In 2009/10 Torridge continues to see the highest proportion of children present at 55% though lower numbers (87).
VICTIMS – ADULTS
· To date in Q1 2009/10 victims comprise 17% male, 81% female and 3% unknown.

· In 2008/09 victims comprise 19% male, 78% female and 3% unknown.

VICTIMS – HOMELESSNESS
· To date in 2009/10 most districts have not seen any homelessness due to DV with the exception of South Hams 20%, Teignbridge 25% and Torbay 14%.
· In 2008/09 Torridge (8%) saw the highest proportion with most other districts following closely and being between 2% and 8%. The lowest is currently Mid Devon (0%).

· In 2007/08 South Hams saw the highest proportion of households accepted as homeless due to DA at 13% followed closely by Exeter (12%).  The lowest was seen in Torridge (0%).

The following predictions are made by multiplying the rate to calculate the year end rate.

Appendix 6 gives details of the population estimates used in the table below

· Within DCC, Exeter sees by far the highest rate of DV incidents per 1000 population of 19.1 predicted for 2009/10. This is a comparatively large climb from 2006/07, all other district figures have remained comparatively static over the four year period.

· North Devon follows Exeter as a distance with a predicted figure of 15.9 incidents per 1000 population.
· The lowest rates are seen in West Devon (7) followed by South Hams (7.7).  

· Of the eight districts East Devon, Exeter, Torridge, South Hams and Torridge are predicted to see falls from 2008/09.  
· The DCC predicted rate for 2009/10 shows a slight fall from 12.6 to 12.5 incidents per 1000.

At the end of 2008/09 the arrest rate was 91 arrests per 100 crimes in DCC; this has fallen very slightly in the first quarter of 2009/10 to 88.
In 2008/09 Exeter had the highest arrest rate of 95 per 100 and this has remained the same in the first quarter of 2009/10.  Most districts see similar rates to 2008/09 in the first quarter apart from East Devon which sees a sharp fall from 92 offences to 72 offences.

Proportion of violent crimes that are DV related

The graph below shows that the proportion of violent crimes which are DV related in DCC.  2007/08 shows a notably lower proportion in all quarters than in previous years.

2009/10 is beginning with the second lowest rate for Q1 at 21.4% of violent crimes being DV related. 
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The graph and table below show the district and SDVC proportions:  Note the 2009/10 figure is based on one quarter.
· To date Exeter has seen the lowest proportions of violent crime being DV related though compared with previous years 2008/09 saw an increase.
· South Hams saw the highest proportion in 2008/09 at 27% but in the first quarter of 2009/10 this has fallen to 19% and instead Torridge’s figure  have increased sharply from 22% in 2008/09 to 29% in the first quarter of 2009/10.

· All districts have seen a rise in the first quarter of 2009/10 from 2008/09 with the exception of East, West and North Devon and Exeter.

The greatest proportion of DV offences to date in 2009/10 has been Wounding other 43% followed at some distance by Common Assault 23%.  These figures are very similar to those seen for 2008/09.

APPENDIX 1

Definition of Rolling Average

A statistical technique for smoothing out data trends those are subject to aberrant fluctuations in the short term. For example, a three-year rolling average takes the current year’s data and averages it with the two preceding years to minimize sudden dips or spikes that may not be typical of the trend. Quarterly interest rate averages serve as rolling averages of the interest rates for the months within the quarter.

In this report the rolling average figures have been calculated per month or quarter based on the year to date.
APPENDIX 2

Detected crimes

(From the Home Office Statistical Bulletin ‘Crime in England and Wales 2003/04’)

Broadly speaking, detected crimes are those that have been ‘cleared up’ by the police. It is the police who record detected crimes, in accordance with strict counting rules issued by the Home Office. Not every case where the police know, or think they know, who committed a crime can be counted as a detection. Some crimes are not counted as detected even though the offender is apprehended for another offence; and some crimes are counted as detected when the victim might view the case as far from solved.

For any crime to be counted as detected, the following conditions must apply:

1. a notifiable offence has been committed and recorded;

2. a suspect has been identified (and interviewed, or at least informed that the crime has

3. been ‘cleared up’);

4. there is sufficient evidence to charge the suspect;

5. the victim has been informed that the offence has been ‘cleared up’.

The police may use one of several methods to count a crime as detected. It may be by: 

A Charging or issuing a summons to an offender.

B Issuing a caution, reprimand, or final warning to the offender.

C Having the offence accepted for consideration in court.

D Counting an offence as ‘cleared up’ but taking no further action because of any of the

following reasons:

· offender, victim or essential witness is dead or too ill;

· victim refuses or is unable to give evidence;

· offender is under the age of criminal responsibility;

· police or CPS decides that no useful purpose would be served by proceeding;

time limit of six months for commencing prosecution has been exceeded.

E A penalty notice has been issued.

Some detections require more ‘police work’ than others. A murder obviously will do so more than a shoplifting, where the police may have limited involvement. Some detections will result from a prolonged policing operation (perhaps involving many officers), although they are counted the same as a detection for going equipped to steal resulting from a stop and search. Only some detections involve a judicial sanction. Some forces are now concentrating on ‘sanction’ detections (A to C and E above) or at least monitoring performance on the basis of those, separately from ‘other’ (D above), which are also called either ‘no further action’ or ‘administrative’ detections.

In part, detection rates are affected by ‘housekeeping’ procedures: some crimes could easily be detected, but are not. As an example, matches of forensic samples against databases are sometimes not followed up by investigators; or a person named as a suspect for crime A, is dealt with for a separate crime B, without being linked back to crime A.
