& crafts workspace/gallery project to develop Duchy Square in Princetown.

About the project

This new-build project will provide an
integrated business complex on a 2.5-acre
site in a prominent position in Princetown.
The proposed new development will help
to retain and develop the reputation for
high quality art and crafts exhibitions and
teaching in  Princetown and the
surrounding area and will consist of the
following elements:

a cluster of 17 small work units

a gallery showcasing the products
from the workspaces as well as
offering a new, high-quality outlet to
promote a mix of art and craft work
drawn from the South West's rich
supply of creative industries

exhibition space to serve as a venue
for 'open-studio events' and a facility
for amateur and educational
exhibitions as well as national craft
touring exhibitions

a teaching studio offering a wide range
of courses

outside space for events eg. Farmers'
Markets

Benefits to the community

The project provides an opportunity to create
an enduring, economically-viable venture in
the heart of Princetown, on a site which is
currently derelict. By developing an area of
the village which has a negative impact and
instead creating a real community asset, the
Duchy Square project will therefore:

improve the quality of the environment at
the centre of Princetown

be a ‘cluster site’ to support local
businesses

create a quality arts and crafts venue
create start-up premises at affordable
rents to encourage creative talent from
local colleges to remain in the area
become a tourist destination that provides
a ‘magnet’ to attract longer-staying,
higher-spending visitors - especially in the
off peak season

be a catalyst for further regeneration in
Princetown
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
