 Mosaic analysis by type 

The main Mosaic Types (61 in Total) appearing in the Holsworthy Devon Town geography.  

Key Features 

The graphs below show specifically that many of the Mosaic Types do not appear in Holsworthy (or Devon).   
 
The table and graphs above show that overall in Holsworthy type K61, followed by K60 and at some distance 
group K59 are both over-represented and present in proportions greater than 8%.  Although not over-
represented in copmparison to the county, type J55 is present at over 5%. 
 

 
Mosaic Groups can be further split into Mosaic Types.   
 
The following two graphs categorise Holsworthy residential delivery points into Mosaic Types.  They are then 
compared to the National and Devon Mosaic profiles in order to show similarity or difference.  Clearly some 
Mosaic Types do not appear in Holsworthy.

The most prominent Mosaic Types appearing in each ward/ parish of Holsworthy. 

Key Features 

Holsworthy town parish differs significantly from the surrounding rural parishes’ profile, having no types in 
common.  Holsworthy parish has J55 followed by J54 and D25 as the most frequent types, whereas the overall 
rural profile has mostly K61, followed by K60 and K59. 
  
Within the rural parishes there are very few which do not conform to the overall profile with regard to type 
present.  Notably these include Bradworthy with 8% type H45,  Halwill with 16% type K57, Holsworthy Hamlets 
with 9% type B08; St. Giles on the Heath is the most distinctive, with C17 (21%) and J55 (12%) present. 

 
The tables below drill down into each parish within the Devon Town area in order to reveal the three most 
prominent Mosaic Types in each parish. These Mosaic Types could potentially remain hidden if the Devon Town 
area is considered as a whole without reference to its components.  It should be noted that there may be other 
Mosaic Types within the area which form commonality between parishes but these do not feature amongst the 
most prominent types. 
Those highlighted in red indicate types not evident when looking at the rural parishes as a whole.
