Dates for your diary
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Children in Devon transfer to secondary school at 

the end of year 6, in the September following their 

eleventh birthday.

The Next Step aims to help you apply for a 

secondary school place for your child. It explains 

the options you have and sets out the process 

that you need to follow. The application form you 

will need to fill in is included. You will also find 

information about the secondary schools in Devon 

to help you make your choices. If your child’s home 

address is in another local authority area, such 

as Torbay, Plymouth, Somerset, Dorset, Cornwall 

or elsewhere in the country, you must apply by 

completing a form from that authority. Even where 

a school is in a different local authority, you must 

apply through your home area local authority, 

please see page 6. Throughout The Next Step any 

reference to school includes academies.

Co-ordinated admissions
Local authorities are legally required to make the 

admissions process fairer for all children and to 

make sure that all children who need a secondary 

school place for September are offered one, but 

only one, school place. To do this, local authorities 

operate a co-ordinated admissions scheme which 

requires all schools, academies and authorities 

responsible for making decisions about admissions 

to work together. 

What is The Next Step about?

This scheme enables you to register your child at 

an appropriate school. We will ask you to express 

a preference for up to three schools in the order 

you would most like a place for your child. Every 

preference for a particular school will be considered 

equally, whether it was your first, second or third 

ranked preference. It may be that a place could be 

offered at more than one of your preferences - if 

so, you will be offered a place at the school you 

ranked highest.  

Where there are more places than there are 

applications, no application will be refused. 

Where there are more applications than there 

are places, priority will be determined by the 

over-subscription criteria for the school. You can 

find these on page 15 and at: www.devon.gov.

uk/admissionarrangements or in the information 

on individual schools.

In-Year Admissions
If you move to or within Devon during the school 

year there are separate arrangements you must 

follow. You should ask for a copy of the Devon 

In-Year Admissions booklet which is available 

from the Education Helpline on 0845 155 1019.

Express a preference for 1, 2 or 3 schools.•

Older children, especially those due to move  

on to post-16 education, are less likely to still  

be on roll.

We would advise you do this for any school you are 

considering as one of your preferences. You may 

also want to know some specific information about 

a school and there are some details about all our 

Devon secondary schools from page 27, including 

school website addresses.

School Admissions Code
The management of school admissions comes 

under the requirements of legislation and the 

government’s School Admissions Code 2010.

A revised Code is anticipated to come into force in 

2012. This would affect the admissions process for 

2013-14.

Designated or catchment areas
All addresses in Devon are served by a Primary and 

Secondary School, sometimes called a ‘designated’ 

or ‘catchment’ area. This means that children who 

live in this area will have a higher priority for a place 

at the school but does not guarantee admission. 

If you are not sure whether you live in a school’s 

designated area you should get in touch with the 

Education Helpline 0845 155 1019 who will be able 

to advise you. Alternatively you can check online by 

visiting www.devon.gov.uk/schoolareamaps 

Different types of secondary schools
You may be aware that a number of schools 

have recently converted or are in the process of 

converting to become academies. Other schools 

are being established across the country as 

free schools.

Both academies and free schools are independent 

of the local authority but are available for admission 

for children without paying fees. They are 

non-maintained independent schools funded by the 

state.

If you wish to apply for an academy or free 

school, you should so using the same form as an 

application for a maintained state school. 

In its first year for admissions, a free school 

may decide not to take part in the co-ordinated 

admissions scheme application process. Please 

contact the Admissions Team if you have any 

questions about academies or free schools.

Throughout The Next Step, any reference to school 

should be read as school or academy.

What do I need to consider?
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Making your decisions
It can be helpful to estimate your chance of being 

offered a place at any particular school. On page 8 

you will see a table of information which tells you 

about admissions in 2011.

Your local school could be filled by ‘positive’ 

preferences. If you do not express a 

preference for your local or designated school 

on time then it may be possible for your child 

to be allocated to a school with vacancies 

situated some distance from your home. If this 

happens any transport arrangements will be 

your responsibility.

Other local authority areas
If you live in Devon but near to the border of 

another Local Authority (LA) area, for example, 

Plymouth, Torbay, Dorset, Somerset or Cornwall 

you may decide that you want to make a preference 

for a school in that LA area as well as, or instead 

of, a Devon school. If this is the case, as a Devon 

resident you must still complete the Devon Common 

Application Form which is in this booklet or apply 

online at www.devon.gov.uk/admissionsonline

Please note that there are some areas of Devon 

where the designated secondary school is in another 

Local Authority:

Wembury (Coombe Dean School, Plymouth), 

Bickleigh Down (Estover Community College, 

Plymouth), Lifton (Launceston College, Cornwall), 

Hartland (Budehaven College, Cornwall), 

Uplyme (Woodroffe School, Dorset).

When we receive your application we will contact 

our colleagues in the neighbouring LA to tell them 

about the school(s) in their area you have expressed 

a preference for. They will consider your application

alongside the others that they receive. They will then 

let us know their decision.

We will write to tell you about the secondary school 

place we can offer your child, even if it is in a school 

in another LA area.

If you do not live in the Devon LA area but you would 

like a place in a Devon school, you should complete 

the application form available from your ‘home’ LA. 

They will then tell us that you would like a place in a 

Devon school.

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Schools which make their own 
admissions decisions
Some secondary schools in Devon are Academy, 

Voluntary Aided, Foundation or Trust status schools. 

This means that, even where they are maintained by 

Devon County Council, the governing body of the 

school can decide on their own admissions. Sometimes 

they have different ways of prioritising applications. 

There is further information about Academy, VA, 

Foundation and Trust schools on page 15. You 

should read this carefully if you would like to make a 

preference for one of these schools. Alternatively you 

can contact the Education helpline on 0845 155 1019 

who will be able to help.

Early or late transfer
It is very unusual for children not to transfer to 

secondary school at the end of Year 6. In very 

exceptional circumstances, if your child is extremely 

intelligent and is socially and emotionally mature 

enough to cope with secondary school, early transfer 

may be appropriate. 

Similarly, if your child has severe educational or social 

needs, in some exceptional circumstances they may 

remain at primary school for an extra year.

If you feel that your child should be considered 

for early or late transfer to secondary school, you 

should first discuss this with the head teacher at your 

child’s primary school. You must contact us here in 

Admissions to discuss this further.

Exceptional social, medical 
or educational reason 
If you feel that your child has exceptional social, medical or 

educational needs which require attendance at a particular 

school, you must tell us about them. There is space to 

do this on our online application form at www.devon.

gov.uk/admissionsonline or on the Devon Common 

Application Form in the booklet.

Any exceptional reason for preferring a particular school 

must be supported by evidence from a professional 

person, for example, a doctor for medical reasons or a 

social worker for social reasons.

We will decide whether we feel the reasons you have 

given really are exceptional. Examples would be the recent 

death of a parent or the child acting as carer where family 

stability is critical. 

We would not expect more than two or three of these 

cases in any year. If you have any questions or are unsure 

whether your child’s needs are exceptional, please contact 

the Admissions Team by telephoning 0845 155 1019.

What do I need to consider?
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Will my child get free school transport?
You can express a preference for a place at any school, 

but your child may not necessarily have entitlement to 

free school transport. So it is important that you check 

whether your child will be entitled to transport and, if 

not, consider carefully how your child is going to get 

to the school you prefer for the whole of the time they 

will be at that school. Please note transport for 

non-entitled students such as foreign exchange 

students, taking friends home to tea and to work 

experience placements and induction days is not 

provided.

How do I check if my child is eligible for 
free school transport? 
If you apply for a place at the school designated to 

serve your home address and you live more than three 

miles away by the shortest walking route, you will 

be entitled to free transport. You can check which 

is the designated school to serve your home address 

at www.devon.gov.uk/schoolareamaps or by 

telephoning 0845 155 1019. 

Residents of Newton Abbot should be aware 

that there are two designated secondary schools 

for admission purposes, Coombeshead College 

and Newton Abbot College. Transport on 

designated schools grounds is only available 

to one school: this will be the single school which 

was designated for your address in 2010. 

You will also be entitled to free transport to the 

school nearest to your home, provided it is still over 

three miles from your home by the shortest walking 

route.

How are distances measured?
Walking distances are measured using the 

shortest available walking route. This may include 

roads, recognised footpaths and bridleways. The 

measurement is made between the nearest entrance 

to your house (for example, a front gate) and the 

nearest entrance to the school grounds. Private 

driveways to homes and in schools are not included 

in the measurement. Distances are measured using an 

electronic geographic information system (GIS).

What if I am on a low income?
The statutory right to free transport for secondary 

intake covers all children aged 11–16 from low income 

families to a choice of the three nearest schools to 

their home address. However, transport will only be 

provided if the qualifying school is between 2 and 6 

miles of the home address. Distances of up to 2 miles 

are measured using the shortest available walking 

route as described above, and distances of over 2 

miles and up to 6 miles are measured by road. If your 

child is entitled to free school meals, or your family 

is in receipt of the maximum level of Working Tax 

Credit, then your family is considered to be on a low 

income. You will need to provide us with proof of 

receipt of the maximum level of Working Tax Credit.  

What if my circumstances change?
This entitlement has to be reapplied for every year 

so you should not assume you will continue to have 

support if your circumstances change, for example if 

your child is no longer receiving free school meals, or if 

your family is no longer receiving the maximum level of 

Working Tax Credit. If you feel you may be eligible you 

are advised to consider carefully whether you would be 

able to continue to get your child to the school of your 

choice if this happened and assistance was withdrawn. 

Secondary School Transport

What do I need to consider?
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What if I have expressed a preference for a 
school because of religion or belief?
Before expressing a preference for a school it is important 

to consider how you will get your child to school. If you 

wish your child to attend a school on the grounds of 

religion or belief you need to be aware that Devon County 

Council will only provide transport to those families where 

the school is the designated one deemed to serve the 

home address or the nearest school to the home address 

(you will need to live more than 3 miles away). Children 

receiving free school meals, or whose families receive 

the maximum level of Working Tax Credit are entitled to 

free transport to the nearest faith school if the school is 

over 2 miles and up to a maximum of 15 miles from your 

home. Distances of up to 2 miles are measured using the 

shortest available walking route and distances of over 

2 miles and up to 15 miles are measured by road. This 

entitlement will also be assessed annually. Please note a 

Faith Certification Form will need to be completed and a 

copy of the child’s baptismal certificate provided where 

necessary. Entitlement will also be assessed annually. 

Is transport provided to grammar schools? 
If you are expressing a preference for any grammar 

school then you need to be aware that Devon County 

Council will only provide transport if a school is the 

nearest one to your home address and situated 

beyond 3 miles away via the shortest available walking 

route. Please also see the paragraph “what if I am on 

a low income”. 

Whose responsibility is it to get a child to 
school? All parents are encouraged to consider the 

practicalities of sending their child to a school which is 

not in walking distance, unless it is the designated or 

nearest school, because it is the parents’ responsibility to 

get their child to school throughout the whole time the 

child is there.  

Do I have to apply for school transport for 
my child? Yes. In March the Admissions Team will 

tell you which school your child has been allocated a 

place at. A transport application form will be sent to 

you with this letter. It is essential that you return this 

application form by 1 April, along with proof of 

receipt of a means tested benefit if appropriate.

If free transport is withdrawn can I appeal?
Withdrawal of free transport in cases where the pupil 

no longer meets the low income policy is not 

considered to constitute sound grounds for an appeal 

for assistance from the Council, as parents have been 

warned in advance that this could happen.

Travelling to school It is the vision of Devon 

County Council that it will be the ‘greenest’ county in 

England and that every child will be able to travel to 

school as healthily, sustainably and, most of all, as safely 

as possible. Please consider when selecting a school for 

your child, the proximity and accessibility of the school 

to your home. Daily physical exercise in the form of 

walking, cycling and walking for a bus or train are all 

beneficial for your child’s health, as well as being 

sociable, better for your pocket and better for the 

local and global environment. Devon County Council 

works within a hierarchy of travel options giving priority 

to walking and cycling, then school and public 

transport followed lastly by taxi and car travel.

What do I need to consider?
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If your child has a Statement of Special Educational 

Needs, the process for applying for a place at 

secondary school is slightly different and you should 

read this supplementary information carefully.

The same application facility is available online at 

www.devon.gov.uk/admissionsonline from 

1 September until 31 October.

You will receive a letter from the County Special 

Educational Needs Team (CSET) early in October 

explaining the changes they intend to make to 

your child’s statement and to ask you what your 

preferred school is for their secondary education. 

You can express up to three preferences. To do this, 

you must complete the application form by 

31 October. You can do this at 

www.devon.gov.uk/admissionsonline

Your preferences can be for a maintained 

mainstream school, support centre in a mainstream 

school, special school or other specialist school. 

You will want to consider carefully the views of 

your child’s current school and other professionals 

who work with your child. These should have been 

discussed at the Annual Review Meeting held when 

your child was in Year 5. The Admissions Team will 

pass your preference details to the CSET team by 1 

November, so it is very important that you apply on 

time if you can.

CSET will write to you by 15 February 2012 with 

your child’s amended Statement, which will include 

the name of the secondary school we will offer for 

September 2012. If we cannot offer the school you 

told us is your first preference, you will have the 

right of appeal to the Special Educational Needs 

and Disability Tribunal (SENDIST). Details about the 

appeal process and any other information you may 

need about these arrangements are available from 

CSET who can be contacted on 01392 383913. We 

will send you a further letter on 1 March 2012 to 

confirm the name of the secondary school your child 

has been allocated from September.

Children with a Statement of Special Educational Needs
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When you complete the Devon Common Application 

Form you need to make sure that the information 

you give us is accurate. If there is clear evidence 

that a parent has given us fraudulent or misleading 

information, particularly if they have done so to gain 

an advantage over others and the correct information 

would have meant they were refused a school place in 

a particular school we will withdraw the offer of a 

school place. 

You should be aware that we have had to withdraw 

places in the past and we may check the details given 

to us by parents – please be aware of this when 

completing and signing the application form. Places 

are offered on the basis of the address from 

which your child is to attend school. This may be 

different to the address the child lived at when 

the application was considered.

If your circumstances change during the process or if 

you know your circumstances are going to change, for 

example you move house or know you will be moving 

house before your child starts at the school, it is very 

important that you tell us. If we are unable to get 

in touch with you we will offer your school place to 

another child. If you decide that you no longer require 

a place that we have offered, please let us know in 

writing as soon as possible. 

Address changes
We will only consider a new address you tell us about if 

you provide evidence of the move. We will confirm with 

you when we accept the new address.

Sections 1 and 2 of the Devon Common Application 

Form ask you for details about your child and about 

you as the applicant. It is important that you fill these 

in fully so we can process your application quickly. It is 

also important to tell us if your child has a Statement of 

Special Educational Needs. There is a box in Section 1 

where you can do this.

In Section 3 we ask you about the schools for which you 

would like to express a preference. You can express a 

preference for up to three schools and you should put 

them in the order you would most like them.

If there are very special reasons why you want a place 

at a particular school, there is space on the form to tell 

us about them. There is also a space to tell us about 

any brothers or sisters who may already be attending 

the school. This is important as this will mean that your 

application may have a higher priority but does not 

guarantee a place can be made available.

Completing the application form

Be honest! Be clear!

There will be no advantage if you 
only write down one school. 
Similarly though, you should not write down schools in choices 

two and three if you really do not want a place there. If we 

cannot offer you a place at the school you have chosen as your 

highest ranked preference, we may offer you a place at one 

of the other schools you tell us about, so make sure you think 

carefully when filling in the form.

You should not write the same school down three times 

in Section 3 – if this happens we will treat this as only one 

preference and if we cannot offer a place at that school we 

will offer another school where we have places available.
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Even if you want a place in your local 
school you must fill in the application form.
The form should be filled in and returned to your 

child’s primary school by no later than 31 October. If 

your child attends a primary school in another LA area 

but you are a Devon resident, or if your child attends 

an independent school or is educated other than at 

school, you should return the application form direct to 

the School Admissions Team at One Capital Court, 

Bittern Road, Sowton, Exeter EX2 7FW.

Help with online applications
You can apply for your school place online. It is simple 

and quick. Over 95% of applications were made online 

in 2010-11. If you have any problems please contact the 

Education Helpline on 0845 155 1019. If you would like 

to complete your application online, the web address is

What if I don’t make an application?
If you don’t make an application for your child you will 

be offered a place at the closest school to your home 

address with a remaining vacancy. It may be that your 

local or designated school has been filled. No places 

are held in reserve. Where a place is offered at a school 

further away than your designated school, you will be 

responsible getting your child to and from school. 

What if my application is late?
Late applications will not be offered a place at a school 

at the expense of an application which was on time. 

Unless you can demonstrate that you were unable 

to apply by 31 October - for example, you moved 

house or there was an illness or other circumstance 

which prevented you from applying on time, your 

application will be considered as late. All children whose 

applications were on time will be allocated a school 

place before late applications. It may be that your local 

or designated school has been filled. No places are 

held in reserve. Where a place is offered at a school 

further away than your designated school, you will be 

responsible for the cost of getting your child to and 

from school. Please make sure that you submit your 

application by the closing date.

What if I change my mind?
If you should change your mind about the schools you 

have put in Section 3 of the Devon Common Application 

Form or the order of your preferences, you should let 

us know immediately. If it is before 31 October, the 

deadline for submitting applications, then you will need 

to complete a new application with your new preferences 

and your original application will be disregarded. If 

it is after 31 October, any change of preference or 

new request will be considered at a second admission 

round on 9 April 2012 where we will consider any late 

applications that have been made. It is very likely that 

some schools will be full at this stage and we may not be 

able to offer you the place you want.

Oversubscription Criteria for Devon community and voluntary controlled Secondary Schools

A child who has a Statement of Special Educational Needs, where the school is named 

on the Statement, will be admitted.

Oversubscription criteria
After the closing date the Admissions Team will process 

applications. Each school has a limited number of places 

it can offer in Year 7 for new children joining the school 

and this is called the Planned Admission Number or PAN.

If we receive fewer applications than the number of 

places available, we can offer places to everyone who 

wants one. If we receive more applications for a school 

than we have places available, we will need to make 

some decisions about who should be offered a place. 

To make these decisions we use ‘Oversubscription 

criteria’. These make sure that some groups of children, 

for example, those who live nearest the school, have a 

better chance of getting a place.

Some schools can make their own decisions about 

admissions and these are Academies, Voluntary Aided, 

Foundation and Trust Status Secondary Schools.  

Processing your application

You will be able to see which schools are their own 

admissions authority from the information on individual 

schools: Academy, Voluntary Aided or Trust. Please note 

that other schools may convert to academy status during 

the academic year. Information will be updated in the 

online version of The Next Step.

The criteria we use for all other secondary schools 

in Devon, schools which are called Community or 

Voluntary Controlled Schools are below. The criteria 

are used to put applicants in priority order so we can 

see who can be offered a place if there are more 

applications than there are places.
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Notes:
If it is necessary to differentiate between children a.	

in category 5, those children attending a linked 

primary or junior school will have priority over other 

children within that category.  

If it is necessary to distinguish between children in b.	

a particular category or between pupils in a sub-

category of category 5 – see note (a) above, priority 

will be determined on the basis of distance between 

home and school measured as a direct line from the 

entrance of the property (residential dwelling), to 

the school as plotted on Geographical Information 

System (GIS) (the shorter the distance, the higher 

the priority).

The separate boarding PAN is published to secure 

school places for pupils admitted to the boarding 

houses, including children attending the Severe 

Learning Difficulties (SLD) Unit who cannot attend 

the school daily, and children placed at the boarding 

houses under the LA’s boarding assistance scheme. 

Where applications are received from families with f.	

multiple birth siblings (twins, triplets, etc.) every 

effort will be made to allocate places at the same 

school, including offering place(s) above the Planned 

Admission Number (PAN) wherever possible.

Definitions

Sibling

This will be a full, adopted half or step brother 

or sister and will include a full, adopted half or 

step brother or sister living at a different address. 

Foster children will count as a brother or sister to 

those living within the foster household or where 

appropriate, the natural parental home address.

Home address 

In the absence of a residency order, the local 

authority will consider the home address to be 

with the parent who has primary day to day care 

and control of the child. In reaching this decision, 

evidence may be requested to show the address, 

for example: to which any Child Benefit is paid or 

at which the child is registered with a medical GP. 

Any other evidence provided by parents will also be 

considered by the Admissions Manager in reaching a 

decision on the child’s home address for admissions 

purposes.

Children in Care

These children are looked after by or provided with 

accommodation in the exercise of its functions by 

Devon County Council or any other local authority 

which has informed DCC of its wish to place a child.

Designated area 

The geographical area served by a particular 

school. It is sometimes called the ‘catchment’ area. 

Residence within the designated area for a school 

does not guarantee admission.

Linked Primary or Junior School

A school which works with a particular secondary 

school to develop curriculum links and to ease 

transition to secondary school. You should note 

that attending a linked primary school does not 

guarantee a place.

Parents and family members

A parent is any person who has parental 

responsibility of care for the child.

Additional Supplementary Information Form

All parents who list their preferred schools on their 

Local Authority’s Common Application Form are 

regarded as having made valid applications. An 

additional form may also allow applicants to be 

considered under faith criteria for faith schools, for 

boarding schools and for selective schools. 

In all cases, a Common Application Form must be 

completed. Please note that Academies, Voluntary 

Aided, Foundation and Trust Schools may use 

their own definitions for the terms used in their 

admissions policies. Where one of these schools does 

not define their terms, the Devon definitions above 

will be the default definition. 

Processing your application
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The Decision
We will advise you on 1 March about the secondary 

school place we can offer for your child. We will only 

offer one place. The letter will be posted to you by 

second class post on 1 March.

If you apply online you will receive an email to

the email address you provided on your online

application form on 1 March.

What if I am not offered a place at the 
school I wanted?
If you are not offered a place at a school(s) that you 

applied for then you will have the right of appeal to 

an Admissions Appeal Panel. When we write to you 

on the 1 March 2012 to inform you of the school 

place we can offer your child, we will explain how 

the appeals process works. Similarly if you are not 

offered a place at any of the schools you put on your 

Common Application Form, you can appeal for any 

or all of your of your preferences. It is important to 

note that the School Appeals Panel is independent 

and not connected to Devon County Council.

ACE publish an Appealing for a School booklet 

which includes guidance on how to make a 

well-reasoned case to put to the appeals committee. 

The booklet is £2 and can be ordered from their web 

site or downloaded free at www.ace-ed.org.uk 

Alternatively there is a telephone advice line on 

0808 800 5793 available Monday–Friday 

10am–5pm. You can also text AskACE to 68808.

We will keep a waiting list in case places arise at 

schools after we have allocated places. Waiting 

lists will be kept in priority order using the 

Oversubscription criteria relevant to the school. This 

means your position could go down as well as up. 

You should be aware that children who arrive after 

the 31 August 2012 and who don’t have a school 

place will take priority for admission over children on 

the waiting list.

Devon operates a Fair Access Protocol which 

provides for the admission of children under certain 

circumstances when the school has reached its 

Planned Admission Number and the Year Group 

has begun. For further information, please contact

If you are refused a place at Colyton Grammar 

School, St Peter’s Church of England Aided School 

or a school in another Local Authority’s area you 

will need to contact the school or the admitting 

authority to find out about their appeals process.

Places will be offered, where available, from 

the waiting lists. On this date new applications and 

changes of preference, which were received after the 

closing date will be considered and a decision made.

Help with school meals
If you receive Income Support, Income Based 

Jobseekers Allowance, the guarantee element of 

pension credits or Child Tax Credit (but not Working 

Tax) where your income is less than £16,190 you can 

claim free school meals.

Insurance
Devon County Council is insured against its legal 

liability for any injury, loss or damage caused to 

pupils as a result of negligence on its part of that 

of its employees. Pupils attending County Council 

schools are not insured for personal accident benefits 

while on education premises or on work experience 

schemes. However, insurance cover is provided for 

pupils taking part in organised school trips and 

visits. The head teacher will be able to provide fuller 

details.

We expect pupils to accept responsibility for their 

personal possessions, including money. Parents may 

consider taking out insurance themselves to cover 

any risks.

Home-School Agreements
Home-school agreements can promote greater 

involvement by parents in their children’s education. 

They can set out what is expected of and for 

children and families at a school. After a place has 

been offered, the school may ask parents to sign an 

agreement, not before. Admission is not conditional 

on an agreement being signed.

School Uniform
Many schools feel that a uniform plays a valuable 

role in setting the tone of a school. Governing bodies 

may help limit the expense of uniforms. Uniforms for 

a school should be widely available rather than from 

a sole supplier. Schools should not use uniforms to 

raise additional funds.

Schools with a uniform should make discrete 

arrangements so that no family feels unable to apply 

for admission on account of high uniform costs. This 

applies equally to sports kits and any other specialist 

equipment which is required.

Devon does not provide a uniform grant. In cases of 

exceptional hardship, parents may  seek assistance 

from the Education Welfare Service.
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Glossary

Academy Academies are publicly-funded schools 

which operate outside of local authority control. 

Academies participate in admissions schemes within 

a local authority. 

ACE This is an independent registered charity, which 

offers information about state education in England 

and Wales for parents of school age children. They 

offer free telephone advice on many subjects like 

exclusion from school, bullying, special educational 

needs and school admission appeals. They publish a 

number of booklets for parents. 

All-through school This is single school which 

admits children to both primary and secondary year 

groups.

Community schools State schools in England 

and Wales which are wholly owned and maintained 

by the Local Authority. The LA is the admitting 

authority so it has main responsibility for deciding 

arrangements for admitting pupils.

Designated area The geographical area served by 

a school. Children living in a school’s designated area 

will have a higher priority for a place.

Foundation school These schools serve a defined 

catchment area and the governing body is responsible 

for admission and appeal arrangements.

LA A local authority, such as Devon County Council.

Children in Care Children who are looked after by 

or provided with accommodation by Devon County 

Council or any other local authority.

Oversubscription criteria The criteria we use 

to put applications in order of priority to decide 

who should be offered a place if there are more 

applications than places available.

PAN Planned Admission Number. The number of 

children to be admitted to a school in Year 7.

Preference An expression of interest for a school.

School number A unique four digit number which 

parents can use to make online application easier.

SEN Special Educational Needs.

SPLD Specific Learning Difficulties.

Trust school These schools are supported by 

charitable trusts and have responsibility for their own 

admission and appeal arrangements.

Voluntary Aided School These schools have a 

religious ethos in keeping with the Roman Catholic 

Church or the Church of England. These schools 

generally serve a defined area based on parish 

boundaries and the governing body is responsible for 

admission and appeal arrangements. These schools 

usually give priority to children of their faith.

Voluntary Controlled School Schools in 

England and Wales which are maintained by the local 

authority with a Foundation (generally religious) which 

appoints some – but not most – of the governing 

body. The LA is the admitting authority.
