Over is a novel about what happens 
after a tragedy in the family. Not the tragedy itself, 
but the aftermath: what happens when the tide 
recedes and it’s over. A daughter has died 
suddenly, shockingly and the different ways in 
which her parents respond to the tragedy, and how 
this affects other siblings, is at the heart of things. 
Only gradually do we learn some of the details of 
the tragedy.
