The groups will consist of 11 participants supported by the group leader. Those eligible to 
take part are teachers with more than 2 years experience, teaching assistants and nursery 
assistants where their involvement can be fully justified in terms of the extent to which they 
support the teacher in the classroom.   Headteachers with .5 teaching commitment or more 
may also be considered.   Ideally we would like to accept 2 applicants/school but single 
applications will be considered. 
 
All participants should have a real interest in the international dimension of educational 
provision and a flexible attitude towards exposure to alternative systems and practice. 
 
International travel, insurance and accommodation based on twin-shared bed and breakfast 
are included (single rooms can be arranged at a personal supplement of £250).     
Internal travel to and from airport, meals other than breakfast and personal expenses are the 
responsibility of participants.
