Newsprint is also susceptible to damp/wet conditibence it's usefulness for papier maché! Unless a
newspaper is unique it is seldom worth the effbfuth paper conservation. What can be done isdose
them in alkaline (acid-free) buffered folders, ofitight and extremes of heat and cold. Encapsuldtas
been tried, but produces an accelerated micro-tdinvhich only speeds up the decay process. Maairs
