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SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

POLICE DV STATISTICS

1 TARGET LPSA2 8.1 – increase in DV offences

Overall

· The target for Torridge is to achieve an increase of 51 incidents over 3 years making the required number of DV incidents reported to the Police 651 in March 2008.

· Torridge met the required three year target increase in 2005/06 by 5 offences.

· The rolling 2006/07 figure (652) along with the interpolated figure (493*4/3=657) shows Torridge to be well on target to achieve the required increase for the current year.

Quarterly

· A review of quarterly reporting of DV shows Q2 in both 2004/05 and 2006/07 to have seen peaks in reporting well above target and slumps in Q3.
· Q3 has seen a distinct fall in reporting and is the lowest quarter to date.
· The rolling quarterly average figure peaked in Q2 2006/07 and has since fallen to 163 incidents reported per quarter.
Monthly

· Reporting has fluctuated considerably on a monthly basis but remained mostly above target except for the last quarter which saw two months (October and November 06) below target; November being comparatively very low.
· The monthly rolling average has fallen since the last quarter and is currently at 54 incidents reported per month.
Cumulative position of Actual and target incidents

· Based on a straight line increase in target, Torridge reporting of DV incidents has consistently been well above the cumulative 10% target line.  Only recently in November did the lines converge slightly.

Monthly Seasonal Trends in DV reporting 

· In very general terms there has in the past two years been an increase in reporting of DV incidents in July and August with a subsequent fall September, October and November.
2 DV and Children related incidents

· The number of incidents where children are present follows a similar trend line to the total number of DV incidents

· From October 05 to January 06 the proportion of DV incidents fell from 57% to 41% however since then the proportion has risen to a high in November 06 of 64%.                              

· The rolling monthly average is showing a steady increase and is currently at 52% of DV incidents having children present.

3    Offences Brought to Justice (BTJ)
Counts

· There were two peaks in 2005/06 in the count of BTJ but the number of offences has steadily fallen in 2006/07 and is currently at 19 offences BTJ in the quarter.

· The rolling average figure of offences BTJ is currently at 24 offences per month for Torridge.

Target LPSA2 8.2 – rolling offences brought to Justice (out of rolling reported offences)

· Calculated as the rolling yearly number of offences brought to Justice divided by the rolling yearly number of recorded DV crimes this target was set at the September 2005 figure plus 10% to be achieved by March 2008 i.e. 44% for Torridge.

· Currently after hovering around the target for four months Torridge has failed target and is currently 2.1% below target i.e. 36.9%.

4    Types of DV incidents
· 2006/07 has seen a fall from 2005/06 in the proportion of crimed DV incidents with the 2006/07 figure currently being 37.5% (down from 2005/06 40.2%).
· Within crimed offences there has also been a fall from 2005/06 in 2006/07 in the percentage of BCS comparator offences which currently make up 66% of crimed DV offences.

· The proportion of offences ‘of interest’ such as harassment, kidnapping and murder have fluctuated notably during the period Q1 2005/06 to Q3 2006/07.  2005/06 saw a figure of approximately 15% of crimes offences whilst 2006/07 to date is 27%.
· Wounding has in both 2005/06 and 2006/07 to date been the most common DV offence at in the most recent quarter was approximately (2006/07) 38% of all DV crimed offences.

· Harassment has seen a huge leap in 2006/07 from 10% to 21%.

· Common Assault and Criminal Damage are the next most common standing currently at 20% and 9%.

· There is a large gap in percentages between the above and the remainder of offences with ‘murder related’ (not murder) offences being the next greatest percentage at 2%.

· The main difference between 2005/06 and 2006/07 to date is the increase in the proportion of harassment offences.

5 Other Measures
Proportion of violence related DV offences

· In Torridge the proportion of violence related DV is lower in 2006/07 than 2005/06 currently standing at 22.9% compared with a corresponding 2005/06 figure of 25.3%.
Rate of DV incidents per 1000 population

· Torridge has a lower rate of reported DV incidents per 1000 population than DCC currently standing at approximately eleven reported incidents per 1000 population for the year.

POLICe DV STATISTICS

1 Total DV incidents & target incidents to date (LPSA2 8.1)
1.1 Yearly data

The LPSA2 8.1 target is calculated as a 10% increase on the adjusted count (592) of DV incidents for the year 2004/05.  The aim is for number of DV incidents reported to the Police in the year to March 2008 to be 651 (or more)
The table below shows the current position with respect to target.  
Torridge achieved the target in Y1 2005/06 and is also (when considering the rolling average 652 incidents) well on course to achieve target in Yr2 2006/07.  To date the nine month figure is 493 incidents which when interpolated (657) is well above target. (Though Torridge has shown a fall in reporting since the last quarter)

1.2 Quarterly

The graph below shows that in the most recent quarter Torridge failed to achieve the target number of incidents reported to the Police.  This fall was to a surprising degree given the progress made in all other quarters shown in the graph below.  However it can be seen that Q3 has fallen after a high Q2 in 2005/06 too.
The most recent quarter; Q3 2006/07 has seen the rolling average figure dropping to its lowest to date.
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1.3 Monthly data
1.3.1        Counts of domestic violence incidents

The number of DV incidents reported in Torridge has fluctuated quite unpredictably.  The fall in Q3 in reporting can quite be attributed to the extremely low reporting in November which was the lowest month recorded.  October also failed target however not to the same degree.  December however saw an improvement in results though this was not enough to compensate for the previous two months.
The rolling monthly average illustrates the above as it has fallen though not to a great degree and currently stands at 54 incidents per month.
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1.3.2 Cumulative position of actual  and target number of incidents
The graph below shows the cumulative position to date.  Given the above monthly results the reported incident line is above the target line though the gap between actual and target narrowed in November due to the very poor reporting in that month.
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1.3.3 Monthly Seasonal Trends in the reporting of Domestic Violence Incidents
The following graph aims to identify any possible seasonality in report of DV incidents.  Results are limited due to the second year being incomplete.
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In very general terms it appears that the summer months tend to see a comparative increase in offences whilst from September onwards reporting falls but starts to pick up in December.
2       DV incidents where children are present

2.1         Counts of Children present

The total number of incidents where children were present follows a very similar pattern to the total number DV incidents.

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2.2 Proportion of children present (out of total incidents)
The graph below shows the proportion of incidents where children were present and the rolling average. The range of percentages has been 23% with a low of 41% seen in January 06 and a high of 64% seen in November 06.  Recently the proportion of children present has been increasing.
The rolling average figure confirms this increase and it stands currently at 52%. 
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3        Brought to Justice (BTJ)
3.1 BTJ counts

3.1.1
 Quarterly

The graph below shows the quarterly ‘brought to justice’ counts.  There have been two peaks both in 2005/06. Since Q4 2005/06 there has however been an obvious decline in the number of offences brought to justice with the most recent quarter seeing the lowest figures since Q1 2005/06.
The rolling average figure shows confirms the fall in the number of offences brought to justice which stands at 24 per quarter.
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3.1.2
Monthly

The monthly BTJ figures show a huge peak in February 2006 which has since fallen to notably lower levels.  Monthly figures are very low with the rolling average figure falling this month to seven offences per month.
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3.2 Brought to Justice as a percentage of recorded offences. (LPSA2 8.2)
The percentage is calculated as the rolling number of offences brought to justice divided by the rolling number of recorded DV crimes to date.

The brought to justice LPSA2 8.2 target figure is calculated as the percentage as at September 2005 plus 10%. This has resulted in a target figure of 34%+10% = 44% target.  The aim is to achieve this by March 2008.
In order to give an idea of what progress is being made the 10% increase in the target has been allocated over 30 months i.e. a rise of 0.333% per month.

Torridge has  in the most recent month after hovering around the target figure for five months fallen below target.  The figure currently stands at 36.9% with the target being 39%..
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4        Types of DV incidents
4.1 
 The interrelation of DV incidents and offences
BCS comparator offences – these are a list of 10 categories of offence from the British Crime Survey (see appendix 3) which are monitored and allow standard comparisons between different areas.  Targets are set by the Home Office for these offence categories.  It could be argued that work on Domestic Violence will have an impact on target achievement in some of the BCS categories.

4.2     Crimed and non-crimed Domestic Violence incidents
The table below shows the breakdown by quarter of DV incidents into those that were crimed and those not crimed.  In total around 40% of DV incidents were crimed in 2005/06 however this figure has fallen in 2006/07 with it being 37.5% to date.

4.3 Domestic Violence: BCS crime and Offences of Interest
The tables below show the quarterly total of Domestic violence incidents that have been crimed.  It then splits these into those which fall into BCS comparator crime categories and those which do not.

2005/06 saw fluctuating levels of DV falling into BCS comparator crime categories; a high of 82% in Q2 compared with a low of 68% in Q3.  The number of offences fell overall in 2005/06.  This lower percentage has continued 2006/07 with to date the proportion of DV crimes falling into the BCS comparator crime offences being 66%.

Some crimed DV offences although not BCS comparator crimes are nevertheless of interest due to their gravity (see later for details of ‘of interest’ offences).  These have been added to the BCS comparator crime figures to give an indication of the proportion of crimed offences which they make up.

The table below shows the proportion of ‘of interest’ offences fluctuated notably in 2005/06 with a high of 23% of crimed offences in Q3 and a low of 10% in Q1.  In 2006/07 this proportion has seen a decrease from 29% in Q1 to 23% in Q3.  It currently stands at 27% for the year to date.                                                             
Currently the BCS and ‘of interest’ offences comprise currently around 94% of crimed DV offences.  The proportion of DV incidents that they account has fluctuated but at present 2006/07 is 35%

4.4 Domestic Violence: Types of Offence
The following tables show the numbers and types of crimed offence seen on a quarterly basis.  BCS crimes are included as well as the other notable offence of interest.  

The first table shows the situation in 2005/06:
Wounding by far out numbered all other offence types, representing around 37% of all DV offences.  This was followed by Common Assault at 19% and Criminal Damage and Harassment and at 16% and 10%.
Note (appendix 3) that Wounding comprises ‘wounding and other act endangering life’ and ‘other wounding’ which contains ABH.

During 2005/06 the proportion of BCS crimes fell in the last two quarters whilst offences ‘of interest’ rose.

Wounding again represents the highest proportion of offences in the most recent quarter at approximately 38% of crimed offences. Harassment has more than doubled in 2006/07 and currently stands at 20%.  It is followed by common assault 19% (stable at 19%) and criminal damage has fallen to 9% (from 16%).

5 Other measures

5.1 Proportion of violence related DV offences

The graph below illustrates that the proportion of DV offences which are violence related is to date lower in 2006/07 than in 2005/06 however figures have in some quarters been very similar.

To date (2006/07) 22.9% of DV related offences are violence related compared with 25.3% at the same time last year.

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5.2 Rate of reported domestic violence incidents per 1000 population

Torridge has a lower rate of reported DV incidents per 1000 population than DCC standing at approximately 11 reported incidents per 1000 population compared with DCC at 12.

The interpolated figure shows however that over the year this rate has fluctuated as low at 10 incidents to as high at 12 (rounded)

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APPENDIX 1

Definition of Rolling Average

A statistical technique for smoothing out data trends those are subject to aberrant fluctuations in the short term. For example, a three-year rolling average takes the current year’s data and averages it with the two preceding years to minimize sudden dips or spikes that may not be typical of the trend. Quarterly interest rate averages serve as rolling averages of the interest rates for the months within the quarter.

In this report the rolling average figures have been calculated per month or quarter based on the year to date.
APPENDIX 2

Detected crimes

(From the Home Office Statistical Bulletin ‘Crime in England and Wales 2003/04’)

Broadly speaking, detected crimes are those that have been ‘cleared up’ by the police. It is the police who record detected crimes, in accordance with strict counting rules issued by the Home Office. Not every case where the police know, or think they know, who committed a crime can be counted as a detection. Some crimes are not counted as detected even though the offender is apprehended for another offence; and some crimes are counted as detected when the victim might view the case as far from solved.

For any crime to be counted as detected, the following conditions must apply:

1. a notifiable offence has been committed and recorded;

2. a suspect has been identified (and interviewed, or at least informed that the crime has

3. been ‘cleared up’);

4. there is sufficient evidence to charge the suspect;

5. the victim has been informed that the offence has been ‘cleared up’.

The police may use one of several methods to count a crime as detected. It may be by: 

A Charging or issuing a summons to an offender.

B Issuing a caution, reprimand, or final warning to the offender.

C Having the offence accepted for consideration in court.

D Counting an offence as ‘cleared up’ but taking no further action because of any of the

following reasons:

· offender, victim or essential witness is dead or too ill;

· victim refuses or is unable to give evidence;

· offender is under the age of criminal responsibility;

· police or CPS decides that no useful purpose would be served by proceeding;

time limit of six months for commencing prosecution has been exceeded.

E A penalty notice has been issued.

Some detections require more ‘police work’ than others. A murder obviously will do so more than a shoplifting, where the police may have limited involvement. Some detections will result from a prolonged policing operation (perhaps involving many officers), although they are counted the same as a detection for going equipped to steal resulting from a stop and search. Only some detections involve a judicial sanction. Some forces are now concentrating on ‘sanction’ detections (A to C and E above) or at least monitoring performance on the basis of those, separately from ‘other’ (D above), which are also called either ‘no further action’ or ‘administrative’ detections.

In part, detection rates are affected by ‘housekeeping’ procedures: some crimes could easily be detected, but are not. As an example, matches of forensic samples against databases are sometimes not followed up by investigators; or a person named as a suspect for crime A, is dealt with for a separate crime B, without being linked back to crime A.

APPENDIX 3

BCS Comparator Crimes  (‘British Crime Survey Comparator Crime’)
The Home Office introduced this crime category in 2005/06 as a direct consequence of its intention to measure crime ‘performance’ by means of the British Crime Survey.  The Survey reports quarterly, but the Home Office wished to monitor results at more frequent intervals.  Police recorded crime statistics are reported at the end of each month and therefore provide the means by which such monitoring can be carried out.

However ‘All Crime’ as defined by the British Crime Survey does not match ‘All Crime’ as defined in the police recorded crime statistics.  The Home Office has therefore selected from the police statistics the crime categories that, when combined, most closely match the British Crime Survey definition of ‘All Crime’.  The result is the ‘BCS Comparator Crime’ category.  Details of the individual categories included are given below.

APPENDIX 4

Definition of Offences (obtained from the British Crime Survey 2004/05)

Aggravated (Racially/ Religiously) –Citizen’s Advice Bureau definition

An offence is racially or religiously aggravated if, at the time it is committed, the offender is insulting about the victim's membership (or presumed membership) of a racial or religious group, or the offence is motivated by hostility towards members of a particular racial or religious group.
Racially motivated attacks and religiously motivated attacks are attacks which are carried out because of someone's racial or ethnic origin, or their religion or lack of religion. They include the following:-

· a physical attack on a person or family by another person or group of people 

· an attack on a person's or family's home or property, for example, breaking a window, throwing an object through a letter box or setting a car alight 

· verbal abuse or threats 

· written abuse, for example, a letter, pamphlet, email or telephone text message 

· an abusive slogan painted on a wall or building

Burglary Dwelling

An offence of burglary is recorded by the police if a person enters any building as a trespasser and with intent to commit an offence of theft, rape, grievous bodily harm or unlawful damage.  Burglary does not necessarily involve forced entry nor does it cover theft by a person who is entitled to be in the dwelling at the time of the offence.  The dwelling is a house, flat or any connected outhouse or garage.

Common Assault

In the BCS a common assault is one where the victim was punched, kicked, pushed or jostled but the incident did not result in an injury, or the injury was negligible.

Criminal Damage

Criminal Damage result from any person who without lawful excuse destroys or damages any property belonging to another, intent to destroy or damage any such property or being reckless as to whether any such property would be destroyed or damaged

Robbery

An incident or offence In which force or the threat of force is used either during or immediately prior to a theft or attempted theft.

Theft from a vehicle

Theft from a vehicle (i.e. theft of parts, accessories or contents) includes attempts if there is evidence of intent to commit theft from a vehicle.  If such evidence does not exist then an offence of vehicle interference is recorded.

Theft from the Person

Theft from the Person can be defined as theft (including attempts) of a purse, wallet, cash etc direction from the person of the victim but without physical force or the threat of it.

Vehicle Interference or Tampering

This includes offences where there is evidence of intent to commit either theft of or from a vehicle or taking without consent (TWOC), but there is either a) no evidence of intent commit one of these three offences specifically or b) there is evidence of intent to commit TWOC.

Wounding

There are two types of wounding classifications. The more serious are those offences committed with the intention to do grievous bodily harm and are classified as ‘wounding or other act endangering life’.  Those of assault occasioning actual bodily harm are classified in the ‘other wounding’ category. The BCS definition is similar: wounding is a category of comparable violence that includes serious ‘wounding’ involving intentionally inflicted severe injuries and ‘other wounding’ involving less serious injury or severe injuries inflicted unintentionally.

Brought to Justice

A recorded offence (i.e. those notified to the Home Office) convicted or TIC’d (taken into consideration) at court or cautioned by the Police.
